9. Complete replacement of the carriage bracket,
insert and tighten the two remaining screws as well
as finish tightening the center screw.

10.Replace the black ribbon cable clip.

11.Replace the clear plastic top cover.
Use care when lowering the cover, it's very easy to touch, scrape or damage the
Encoder Strip which runs alongside the back of the cover. Something as small as a
partial fingerprint or a drop of ink residue can cause the printer to error out if it gets
onto the Encoder Strip.
When the cover is in place, secure it using the remaining four screws.

12.Return the print carriage to the capping station and power on your printer.

13.Run a head cleaning to prime the new print head, check the head height and

perform a nozzle check to ensure the new head is operating properly. (Refer to
Chapter 2 of your manual for further details- “Initializing Your Printer.”)

14.Resume printing!
